Safety Hints and Tips

Here are some other things you can do to stay safe
on wheels:

Wear your heimet the right way — centered on top
of your head, with the straps snugly buckled all the
time. Don'’t take it off just because you’re riding in
the neighborhood.

Know the rules of the road. Ride with traffic, not
against it — and use hand signals when you turn.
Obey all traffic signs and lights.

Wear bright clothing or reflective material so people
can see you. Try not to ride when it's dark out.

Don’t wear headphones when you ride or skate, so
you can hear traffic around you.

Ask your parents to check your bike, skates, scoot-
er or skateboard for damage regularly. )
